REQUIREMENTS FOR ROOFING PERMIT AND INSPECTIONS

WITHIN THE CITY OF COALINGA

PRE-INSPECTIONS ARE REQUIRED PRIOR TO COVERING EXISTING ROOF.

THIS MUST BE APPROVED BEFORE LOADING THE ROOF.
The City of Coalinga issues the following procedures for all re-roofing permits and installations.

A building permit for re-roofing is required on any application for re-roofing material covering

more than 10% of the entire structure to be re-roofed.

THE FOLLOWING INSPECTIONS ARE REQUIRED
•   PRE-ROOF INSPECTION:  Whenever any existing roof is going to remain and new roofing   


     material is to be placed over the top, an inspection must be made prior to loading the roof
     with material.  The purpose of this inspection is to ensure the roofing is in good shape with no

     moist or soft spots and that the amount of existing roof layers does not exceed the requirement  

     of Section 1510 of the California Building Code.

•   SHEATHING INSPECTION:  Whenever any new sheathing material is to be installed, an

    inspection must be made upon completion of nailing and prior to any roof material covering.

    Section 104.4.4 CBC.  Whenever any existing roof material is stripped to the sheathing and    
    new roofing material is to be installed directly to the existing sheathing, an inspection must 
    be made prior to installation of the new material.  Wood must be clear of decay and excessive
    cracking.  Wood sheathing must be secured to roof.  Roof nail pattern is 6 inches on edge and

    12 inches in field.  If existing roof nails fail to hold roof securely, additional new nails may be

    required.  

•   ROOFING REQUIREMENTS:  Roof with a slope of less than 2 in 12 will require 2 layers of 
underlayment with a lap of 19 inches.  Material and covering must be consistent with flat roofs.       2 in 12 up to 4 in 12 will require 2 layers of underlayment lapped 19 inches.  2 in 12 and up can have asphalt shingles.  Roof with a slope of 4 in 12 or more will require 1 layer of underlayment

    lapped 2 inches.  CBC 1507.2.8.   Drip edge – provide drip edge at eves and gables of shingle
    roofs.  Overlap to be a minimum of 2 inches.  CBC 1507.2.9.3.

•   FINAL INSPECTION:   Upon completion of all re-roofing applications, a final inspection

    must be made and approved by the Building Inspector.  Section 104.4.4 CBC.

PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING
As part of the sheathing and final inspections, clearances to combustibles will be required to all

water heaters and furnace vents.  These inspections will not pass if minimum clearances are not

maintained. Chapter 8, CMC.

Should a licensed contractor fail to obtain the proper inspections, a letter of notification to the

homeowner will be mailed informing the homeowner that the roof does not comply with the CBC

due to the required inspections not being made.  
If work is done prior to obtaining the required permit, a penalty fee will be charged upon issuance of the permit.

If no one is present the day of the inspection, a signed and dated note of permission must be left 

on the front door giving the inspector permission to enter the rear yard.  Also, a ladder of

sufficient height must be left on site for the inspector’s use. 

Be sure the construction hardcard is in a conspicuous place for the inspector to sign and approve.
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
