“Juveniles Arrested for Conspiracy to Commit Burglary” 
 
On August 24, 2013, at approximately 9:30 pm, members of the Coalinga Police 
Department responded to an in progress vehicle burglary in the 500 block of Haliburton 
Street.  
 
Residents returning to their home, witnessed two males and female looking into various 
vehicles and confronted them when they tried to open the family’s parked car. When 
confronted by the residents, the suspects fled.  
 
Officers responding to the area located the suspects in the 300 block of Forest Avenue. 
They were positively identified by the victim (s) and were taken into custody for 
conspiracy to commit burglary, and vehicle tampering.  
 
The suspects in this case are of high school age and were not known by the victims. 
Their identities and photographs are being withheld in this case due to their ages.
