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“Over One Pound of Methamphetamine and Weapons Located during Kings County Search Warrant”

On February 20, 2014, at approximately 1:20 pm, Coalinga Police executed a narcotics and
weapons search warrant at the El Dorado Mobile Home Park located on Highway 41 in
unincorporated Lemoore in Kings County, related to narcotics and weapons trafficking in the
City of Coalinga.

During the execution of the search warrant, Officers contacted 26 year old Roman “Jesus”
Flores, 23 year old Saul Hernandez, 24 year old Bianca Leon, and 47 year old Veronica
Jimenez, all residents of Kings County.

During the search, officers located three firearms, including a loaded .38 caliber derringer
handgun that was found in a passenger car, a .22 caliber bolt action rife, as well as a .380
caliber semi automatic firearm. Numerous rounds of ammunition were also seized from inside of
the trailer.

In total, over one pound of methamphetamine with a street value of over $7,500.00 and a large
amount of marijuana was seized at the scene, in various locations, packaging and weights.
Indicia of narcotics sales were also found inside of the trailer including $4,000.00 in cash
currency as well as scales and packaging materials.

Flores, Hernandez, Leon and Jimenez were booked into the Kings County Jail on various
charges, including, possession of a controlled substance, possession of a controlled substance
for sales, drug paraphernalia, criminal possession of a firearm, convicted felon in possession of
a firearm as well as probation violations.
